Locate routes to nearest exits

Locate fire extinguisher

Locate fire alarm pull

Locate eye wash/shower [For labs without eye wash stations, prop open door if using corrosives]

Locate spill control station

Locate/discuss Green Board (beamline emergency contacts, phones and info) and Yellow Board (safety info)

Refer to instructions posted on the beamline phone for Operations Coordinator (OPCO) Assistance

Review procedures to enable beamline

Provide information about any beamline equipment or systems that are yellow or red tagged
Configuration changes to beamline are to be completed by Beamline Staff only

Identify circuit breaker location; contact OPCOs to reset circuit breakers

User may adjust air shut-off valves (review location and procedure)

Review procedures for vacuum work and bleed ups to upstream/front end machine vacuum; contact OPCO
before proceeding

Beamline may be unattended up to 24 hours unless SAF states "no unattended operations" (review procedure)

Reminder to review computer operations, control software, data acquisition software

Configuration changes to end station equipment are to be completed by Beamline Staff only

Only Beamline Staff are permitted to perform vacuum work and bleed ups on end station equipment
Review optical system set up and procedures

Review location of manuals and beamline documentation (must be readily available)
Identify location of Experimental Reminders list posted at the beamline

Identify radiation locations; inform user to move away from area and call control room if chipmunks sound off
Move away from UV ring, mezzanine, platform, transfer lines, and front end during injection

No work on exposed electrical components >50V

Some detectors have high voltage; use caution

Avoid contact with electrical heat tape during bake out (can cause burns)

Use caution when lifting or changing equipment to prevent injury; keep weight close to body; ask for assistance
Identify location of beamline hazard analysis form

Secure the beamline and disable shutter/beam before you leave
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
