Provide information about any beamline equipment or systems that are yellow or red taggedRed & Yellow Tags R

Identify circuit breaker location; contact OPCOs to reset circuit breakersPower Failure A
User may adjust air shut-off valves (review location and procedure)Air Valves A

EXPERIMENTAL HAZARDS
Identify radiation locations; inform user to move away from area and call control room if chipmunks sound offRadiation Hazards R
Review location of beamline shielding (lead); if lead is touched, wash handsLead B
No work on exposed electrical components >50VElectrical Work A
Review use, labeling, storage, spills, labs, disposal, and transportation of chemicalsChemicals A
Review use and storageCompressed Gas A
Identify location of beryllium articles or beryllium windows and procedures for notification in case of breakageBeryllium A
Verify nano training and, if applicable, review procedures for nano hood and glove boxNano Materials A
Avoid contact with chamber during bake out (can cause burns to the skin)Burns B
Avoid contact with heating stage in hutch if used in experiment (can cause burns)Burns A
Use caution when moving and stepping around in hutch to get to vacuum (tight spaces)Prevent Injuries B

ENVIRONMENTAL WASTES
Place cover slips, tips, needles in sharps containerDisposal - Sharps A
Identify location and procedures for 90-Day Storage AreaStorage - 90 Day A
Identify location and review procedures for Satellite Accumulation Area; provide SAA manager's nameStorage - SAA A

CLOSE OUT
Secure the beamline and disable shutter/beam before you leaveDisabling Beam A
Ensure beamline area is neat, clean, free of hazardsHousekeeping A
