Locate/discuss Green Board (beamline emergency contacts, phones and info) and Yellow Board (safety info)Green/Yellow Boards R

BEAMLINE OPERATIONS

Provide information about any beamline equipment or systems that are yellow or red taggedRed & Yellow Tags R
Configuration changes to beamline are to be completed by Beamline Staff onlyBeamline Config R
Identify circuit breaker location; contact Beamline Staff or OPCO to reset circuit breakersPower Failure A
Review procedures for vacuum work and bleed ups to upstream/front end machine vacuum; contact OPCO 
before proceeding

Beamline may be unattended up to 24 hours unless SAF states "no unattended operations" (review procedure)Pink Cards R
END STATION / EQUIPMENT

Reminder to review computer operations, control software, data acquisition softwareComputer Ops R
Configuration changes to end station equipment are to be completed by Beamline Staff onlyEnd Station Config A
XPS Analyzer voltage should be off when leaving beamline (during close out and if you leave for the day)XPS Analyzer B

DOCUMENTATION
Review location of manuals and beamline documentation (must be readily available)Beamline Manuals R
Identify location of Experimental Reminders list posted at the beamlineReminders R

LAB & TECH AREAS
Review procedures for use of lab (including request form and PPE) and/or tech space (non-lab) areaProcedures A

EXPERIMENTAL HAZARDS
Identify radiation locations; inform user to move away from area and call control room if chipmunks sound offRadiation Hazards R
Verify nano training and, if applicable, review procedures for nano hood and glove boxNano Materials A
Avoid contact with experimental chamber if user is present during bake out (can cause burns)Burns B
Identify location of beamline hazard analysis formHazard Analysis R

ENVIRONMENTAL WASTES
Take experimental wastes (gloves, wipes, disposables, and other wastes) back to home institutionTrash Removal B

CLOSE OUT
Secure the beamline but DO NOT disable shutter (this is a beamline staff preference)Disabling Beam A
Ensure beamline area is neat, clean, free of hazardsHousekeeping A
